
Hibiscus tiliaceus
Bourao, Hibiscus des plages

Family : Malvaceae

This small, twisted tree has branches that intertwine to form
impenetrable thickets. Its bark comes off in thin strips.
Its leaves are green above and white below, shaped like a large
rounded heart.
Its large flowers are very particular. Pale yellow during the day, their
color turns to orange or even red at nightfall.
At maturity, the downy capsule (fruit) releases many small seeds.
