This beautiful, large-leaved shrub produces fragrant, tubular
white flowers, especially in the morning.

This tree gets its common name from its round, pinkish fruits
when ripe, making them look somewhat like figs.

The seeds are spread by birds but also by sea currents and can
thus travel long distances in water.
