
Cerbera manghas
Faux manguier
Family : Apocynaceae

Its pure white flowers are enhanced by a pinkish-red center and
have a very fragrant sweet scent ; they are arranged in clusters.
The fruit, which looks like a mango, is fibrous inside and floats on
the surface of the water, which can be spread by sea currents ; it is
quite frequently washed ashore. Be careful, the fruit contains 1 or 2
very toxic seeds at the origin of many accidents.
